4pm (It is the artist’s responsibility to organise someone to collect artwork/s from 
LMAG if you’re unable to do so during the time allocated & all artworks are to remain

• Entrants in the Acquisitive Arts Prize (valued at $1200) are bound to the same 

Conditions of Entry as the Competition & Exhibition, however it is only open to 

residents of Leeton, or those who have lived a predominant part of their lives within 

the boundaries of the Leeton Shire Area. 

• Entrants in this category agree and declare that if their work is judged as the winner, 

that there is no inhibition or restriction upon the title passing from the artist to the 

Leeton Shire Council for display in its public areas  

• Size of artworks for the Acquisitive Arts Prize must be a minimum 45cm x 45cm, not 

including a frame/border, and suitably framed with wire attached ready to hang  

• A brief description (50 words) of the connection of the artwork to the theme, 

‘LEETON VISTA’ should be submitted with the Entry Form. This will be displayed with 

the artwork.

• Artworks to be delivered to Leeton Museum & Art Gallery (LMAG), 27-33 
Chelmsford Place, Leeton, by Monday April 7th, 2024, before 3pm

• Artworks that are wet or have insufficient hanging wire attached will not be 
accepted.

2. Artworks Delivery 

1. Entry Forms 

• Entry is open to artists 14 years and older, (youth entry must be enrolled in high school & up to 
age 18years), who live in Leeton, or have lived a predominant part of their lives within the 
boundaries of the Leeton Shire Area, or who are current financial members of the Leeton Art 

Society Inc  
• Entrants must complete and sign the Entry Form accepting the Conditions of Entry, and pay a 
non-refundable Entry Fee of $10 per artwork; entries in Youth category are $5 per artwork  
• By completing and signing the Entry Form the artist warrants that the work is the sole 

unencumbered property of the entrant  
• All artworks must be the entrant’s own original work, completed in the last 24 months, have 
neither shown in any previous Penny Paniz Art Competition, nor have won an award or prize in 

any other art competition. Copies of other artist’s work or reproductions will not be accepted  
• Entrants in the Indigenous Art category must identify as an Indigenous Australian 
• Digital Art is any work created using digital technology e.g. digital drawing or photo editing 
software. Digital Artworks are to be entered into the Digital artwork category only. 

• Photography is any photographic image reflecting reality with minimal digital enhancement. 
Photography can only be entered into the photography category. 
• Both Digital Art & Photography entries must be mounted or framed ready to hang and have a 
minimum size of 21cm x 14.8cm (A5) 

• Artist’s name, address, phone, category, medium, title and selling price or NFS (as sale is 
optional) must be attached on the back of each artwork. This information must be the same as 
on the Entry Form. A copy of the Entry Form must be kept with the artwork upon delivery  

• Entrants agree to allow their artworks to be photographed for social media and all 
promotional material associated with the PPAA Competition & Exhibition  

• Winner of the Acquisitive Arts Prize and all other categories will be determined 
by an independent judge/s invited by the Leeton Art Society Inc (LASI). The judges’ 
decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into  
• People’s Choice Award is determined by a popular vote made by the public when 
visiting the Exhibition and will be awarded at the completion of the event  
• LASI reserves the right to exclude from the competition any work that is 
considered inappropriate or containing offensive content or is not deemed to have 
met the eligibility criteria as described in the Conditions of entry. No 
communication will be entered into in this regard  
 

• Artworks to be collected after the Exhibition closes on Saturday May 17th, 
2025, 3pm  
• All reasonable care will be taken with the artworks from time of delivery to the 
end date for collection, however by signing the Entry Form the artist agrees to 
indemnify the Leeton Art Society Inc and the Leeton Shire Council against the 
loss, theft or damage of any artwork during this period 

• Entry Forms with payment are due by Friday 7th March 2025 by 4pm in person at 
Leeton Visitors Centre or 11:59pm via the online entry form. 
• Online Entries are preferred by scanning this QR code or going to 
www.lasi.com.au/exhibition.
